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2. Assembly 
Open the packaging and use two sufficiently strong lifting straps to move the 
device to the workplace with a forklift. Check the product and the packing list 
to ensure that all parts are present.

Connect the oil lines to the hydraulic unit oil outlet. 
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Connect the mains power supply to the connection in the control cabinet.

Lubricate all moving parts of the lift with bearing grease.

Install the front wheel clamp. 
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Install the ramp plate and attach it to the scissor mechanism when the lift is 
in the raised position.

Bleeding the Lift
• Raise and lower the lift fully three times.
• This will remove all air from the system.
• For the first use, lift the platform to a maximum of 500 mm and lower it 

once to check the proper operation of the lift.
• After 10 uses with a load, check the bolts of the scissor mechanism and 

the oil lines for any loose components.
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3. Operation 
Ensure that the bleeding procedure is completed before use.
1. Turn on the lift by rotating the red button.
2. Ensure the motorcycle is positioned and securely fastened (using the 

wheel clamp/straps).
3. Lift the motorcycle by pressing the “UP” button.
4. Check that the motorcycle is properly secured.
5. Continue raising the lift to the desired height.
6. In case of an emergency, press the red emergency stop button.
7. Once the unsafe situation is resolved, the lift can be reactivated by turn-

ing the emergency stop button counterclockwise.
8. Perform your maintenance tasks.
9. Lower the lift by pressing the “DOWN” button.
10. Remove the motorcycle from the lift once it has fully lowered.
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4. Maintenance
1. It is very important to properly maintain the motorcycle lift to ensure a 

long service life.
2. Check all parts for proper condition before operation.
3. Do not use the lift if any parts are deformed.
4. Never use the lift if there is a leak in the hydraulic system.
5. This motorcycle lift contains non-self-lubricating parts. Lubricate all mo-

ving parts before use. For frequent use, lubricate weekly; for occasional 
use, lubricate monthly.

6. If the motorcycle lift is not functioning, it must be repaired before being 
used again.

7. Some models are equipped with grease fittings to make maintenance 
easier.

8. Replace the hydraulic oil every twelve months.
9. Only use CH46 hydraulic oil.
